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Overview:  All year long we have been getting to know each other in our own classroom and getting to know other students in the school.  One of the ways that we have learned about each other is by conducting surveys.  We recently conducted a survey to see what other kids like, for example, favorite animal, favorite color, etc…We will take the information learned from these surveys and enter it into a database.  From there, we can see how we are alike and different.  What other third graders like the same color as you?  We’ll soon be able to find out!
Goals:
1. Create Access database using information from surveys
Instructional Topic:
Sociology, Social Skills

Prerequisites:
We have surveyed children in the third grade and now have information to enter into the Access database.  Each student surveyed ten students in the third grade.  Additional prerequisites-basic knowledge of Access program, basic typing skills, basic spelling skills

Interest Approach:
My favorite color is blue and my favorite animal is a dog.  Does anyone else in the third grade have the same favorites?  How are we alike and different?  Entering information into the Access program helps us discover the answers to some of those questions.  Have fun!

Materials:
Classroom computers (students can rotate turns to enter data), printers, paper, survey results

Grade:  3

Performance Objectives:
1;1 
Gather your completed surveys.  During your turn, enter the name of the student and the survey data into the Access database program; create a report and one query.   Performance will be satisfactory if you enter complete data for ten students, create a report for your data, and complete one query.  Duration:  50 minutes.
Activities:

Enter Access.   Classroom aide or teacher will set up page for typing.
Type in students’ names and favorites from the survey.  (Teacher will set up category titles).

Under Create tab go to Report Wizard and create report.

With help from teacher/aide choose fields for query and create using Query Wizard.

Future Extension to Lesson:
After all students have completed their databases (information on ten students), we will combine all of the information and compile one large database encompassing the entire third grade. The teacher will lead the class through this activity.
