Overview:  In our Book Club groups (five members each), we have completed reading our Beverly Cleary books.  Each group will create a flyer advertising the book they read.  The purpose of the flyer is to tell why we liked it and let everyone else know why they should read the book too!

Goals:
1.  Decide flyer content

2.  Create flyer

3.  Sell your book!

Instructional Topic:  Reading
Prerequisites: Completion of book by each group member; basic typing skills, basic Word skills, review of pre-established job responsibilities within the group (ex: leader, secretary, etc…), review of Word skills needed to create flyer, brainstorm ideas for reasons to read the book and examples of ways to state reasons (done on the board as a class), review of capitalization rules for titles, names, etc…
Interest Approach:  What is Ramona up to now?  Why did Ralph runaway?  Do you want to know the answers to those questions and more?  What can you do to interest others in your book?  How do authors advertise their books?  What makes you want to read them?  How can you advertise your group’s book?
Materials:  Computers, paper, pencils, reading journals, printer, Internet access, website address, and books read by groups, list of ideas and purpose statements for reasons (written on board)
Grade: 3

Performance Objectives:

1:1 Each group will discuss their book and identify five reasons why others should read the book.  Performance will be satisfactory if the group members agree on five reasons to use in the flyer.  Students may use the Beverly Cleary website and their books for information.  Duration: 20 minutes.
Activities:  

1:1 Review the Beverly Cleary website to refresh your memory about the book.  Double click the Internet Explorer icon and type in the web address:  www.beverlycleary.com.  Check the “Characters” and “Books” links for more information.  You may also refer to your book.
1:2 Each group member writes five reasons why they liked the book (see list on the board) in their reading journal.  Each reason should begin by stating a purpose for the reason (ex:  “You should read this book because…” -see list on the board).
1:3 One member reads his/her reasons to the group.

1:4 As a group, vote on one reason from that member’s list to include in the flyer.  The group member circles the selected reason on his/her journal page to remember what was chosen.  Repeat the process with each group member, making sure that everyone gets a turn.  Do not use duplicates.  Each member has to contribute a minimum of one reason to the flyer.  Remember, you must have a minimum of five reasons on your flyer!  
Assessment:

1:1 Students assess as a group:

A.  Did we select a minimum of one reason from each person?

B.  Do we have a minimum of five reasons?

C.  Do we have any duplicate reasons?
Performance Objectives:

2:1 You will create one flyer per group of five members using Microsoft Word advertising your book to the other members of the class.  Performance will be satisfactory if each group member types in his/her reason in his/her choice of font and color, imports one Clip Art picture relating to their reason, and votes (remember job responsibilities for voting) to decide on the border, font or style for title and author/illustrator name(s).  The title and author’s/illustrator’s name(s) needs to be included on the flyer (inserted by group secretary).  Duration: 30 minutes.
Activities:

2:1 Double click the Microsoft Word icon on the screen to enter the program.  Click on the “Page Layout” screen and click on “Page Borders” to choose a border.

2:2 Look at the “home” and “page Layout” tabs to choose font or style for the title and author/illustrator name(s).  2:3 If you cannot decide, narrow choices down to three and vote.

2:4 Insert border, title of book, and author/illustrator names (secretary).  Use the format:  Written by…and Illustrated by…
2:5 Each member takes his/her turn to type his/her reason and inserts Clip Art.  Remember to use the “Home”, “Insert”, and “Page Layout” tabs for your choices.

Assessment:

2:1 Students assess as a group:

A.  Did we include a border?   

B.  Did we include the title of the book and the author/illustrator name(s) in the correct format?

C.  Did each person type his/her reason and include a Clip Art picture?

D.  Does our flyer look nice and are we happy with our product?

Performance Objectives:

2:2 You will print one flyer per group to share and for use as classroom display.  Performance will be satisfactory if each flyer is approved and successfully printed.

Activities:

2:1 When the group is satisfied with their flyer, the leader raises his hand so the teacher or assistant can review it and approve it for printing.

2:2 Print the flyer.

Assessment:

2:1 Students assess as a group:

A.  Does our flyer look nice in printed form?

B.  Are we happy with our final printed flyer? [image: image3.wmf]
Performance Objectives:

3:1 The group will present their flyer to the class to advertise their book.  Performance will be satisfactory if each member enthusiastically presents his/her reason(s) for why they enjoyed the book.  Each member should also state why he/she chose his/her Clip Art picture.  Duration 2-4 minutes per group.
Activity:

3:1 Present flyer to class as a group taking turns to present his/her part.

Assessment:

3:1 Students assess as a group:

A.  Did our group do a good job of advertising our book?

B.  Did we speak in a manner that was clear and understood?
