ANCIENT GREECE
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Overview:  We are learning about Ancient Greece.  We have learned about daily life, philosophers, map locations, architecture, government, sports, and much more…Now it’s time to put together what we know and show it to the class.  Each student will create three PowerPoint slides to contribute to their group PowerPoint presentation.  Each group will have about five students.  Your group will then have a PowerPoint presentation to show the class.  Let the shows begin… 

Goals:
1.  Create and contribute (to group) three PowerPoint slides on assigned topic relating to Ancient Greece  
2.  Present, as a group, PowerPoint show to the class

Instructional Topic: 
History-Ancient Greece

Prerequisites:  

We have been learning about Ancient Greece.  You have researched your assigned topic (ex: Olympics, philosophers, architecture, etc…) using web-sites and books.  Each of you now has some important facts and is ready to create your PowerPoint slides to contribute to your group slide show.  Additional prerequisites:  knowledge of PowerPoint, basic typing skills, basic grammar skills, assigned group roles, decisions voted on by group members such as style choice, font choice, etc…
Interest Approach:  
We learned that ancient means really old.  Obviously, none of us were around during the times of Ancient Greece.  It is fun to learn about a different time and place.  Don’t you think it is cool that some of the things that were around then can still be seen today?  How are people today like people then?  Can you see modern buildings that look like buildings from Ancient Greece?  
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Materials:
Computers (computer lab  reserved for three class periods so each student will have use of his/her own computer), printers, pencils, paper, research notes with chosen facts, relevant web-sites, textbook, library books
Grade:  3

Performance Objectives:
1:1 Complete a total of three PowerPoint slides to contribute to the group PowerPoint presentation.  Group secretary and scribe will create the title page slide and reference page slide.  The group will create the presentation on one computer using PowerPoint.  (Students may practice creating slides on other available computers while waiting for turn).  Students will take their turns in ABC order of last name.  Performance will be satisfactory if you create three slides to contribute (taking turns in ABC order); each slide must include title, three facts written in bullet form, and one picture all relating to your assigned topic; and the secretary and scribe create the title slide and reference slide.  Slides will have no more than one style or 2 fonts.  Background and text will contrast.  No duplicate facts or pictures please!    Duration:   Two class periods.

2:1 As a group, show PowerPoint slide show to class.  Each member will speak about his/her slides.  Each group is responsible for providing a PowerPoint handout for notes to each member of the class.  Performance will be satisfactory if each member speaks about his/her slides and the group provides handouts for each class member.  Duration: five to seven minutes per group.
