Playing this game is a great way to practice your multiplication facts.  Follow the written directions and look at the pictures for help.  Have fun!
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	1. To start, double click icon on screen.
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	2.  Click on icon for “Games”.
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	3.  Scroll down and click on icon for “JungleJimDrums”.
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	4.  Wait for this screen to appear.
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	5.  Click on a number to begin playing. For example, if you want to multiply with “3’s” then click on three (Your teacher may assign numbers that you are to work with).
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	6.  Look at the problem, decide on your answer, and click on the drum that shows your answer choice.
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	7.  When you finish with each number the screen will show how many answers were correct and missed!
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	8.  To continue playing, click on “Choose another fact” and begin again.
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	9.  To end the game, click on file.  It is located at the top of the screen and to the left.
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	10.  Click on “Exit” to close the game.


This game and the others at this website can be used in the elementary grades.  My target is a 3rd grade inclusion classroom.  With this game, I can have students focus on specific fact families where they need extra practice.
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
