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How to Use Paint
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	Step 1.
Click on the green start key at the bottom of your screen.

 Click on Programs.

Click on Accessories.

Click on Paint. This will open up to a large white square with pictures on the left and color boxes on the bottom.
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	Step 5.
To draw a thin line click on the pencil.

To draw a thick line click on the brush.

To draw a sprayed line click on the spray can.

To draw a straight line click on the picture of a straight line.

To draw a curved line click on the picture of a curved line.
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	Step 6.
Click on the rectangle to make that shape. Move your mouse to make it larger.

Click on the circle to make that shape. Move your mouse to make it larger.

Click on the polygon to make that shape. Move your mouse to make it larger.

Click on the rounded rectangle to make that shape. Move your mouse to make it larger.
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	Step 7. 
To change your colors to paint just click on a color box on the bottom of your picture, then click on parts of your picture to color them in.
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	Step 8.
To erase a mistake click on the picture of the eraser. Move your mouse over the part you want to erase.
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	Step 9.
To clear your whole picture off the screen find the word that starts with the letter I for Image at the top of your screen and click on it.
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	Step 10.

Then click on the C for Clear Image and your screen will get erased.
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	Step 11.

When you are finished painting your picture and you want to print a copy, find the letter F for file at the top of your screen and click on it.
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	Step 12.

Click on Print. This will print a copy of your picture.
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	Step 13.
To close the program click on the red box with an X in it at the top corner of the screen.




This program can be used in the elementary grades, specifically Kindergarten and First Grades where their computer skills are basic. Steps 3, 4 and 12 will need help from the teacher.
