	Procedures

	Setting the Stage:
	Students will be given a 5x7 card with the following information on it The color words: red, orange, yellow, green, blue and purple. The foods: taco, hamburger and pizza. The pets: dog, cat and fish. Teacher will explain about favorites and tell the students they will circle on the card their favorite color, food and pet. Teacher will review with the students the letter sounds p for pizza, h for hamburger and t for taco. Then review the letter sounds d for dog, c for cat and f for fish.

	Acquisition of Skills:
	 Each child will be given a pencil to circle their favorite color. Then teacher will ask them to circle their favorite food. Then they will circle their favorite pet. The students will bring their card to the teacher one at a time so she can input the info into the access program. The assistant will talk to the students about predictions and will get the students predictions of the class’ favorite color, food and pet. The teacher will open access favorite file for all the computers and model the following: Click on Tables. Click on Favorites. Find your name and click on your color, right click and move mouse to the top line “Filter by Selection” and click on it. A list of students that like that color will pop up. They can count how many total. Move mouse off the chart and right click, move mouse down to the letter R for (Remove Filter/Sort) to return to original list. Tell students to do the same for their favorite food and pet. (Bloom- Cognitive-Application) (Tomei-Decision-Making)

	Consolidation of Skills:
	Teacher and assistant will circulate the room to help students. Students will be told to check other colors, foods and pets after they have checked their favorites.

	Closure:
	Discuss the activity with the students and discuss their predictions. Were the predictions right? Ask if right clicking was hard to learn. (Bloom-Cognitive-Analysis)
