Target Curriculum: Math

Target Grade: Kindergarten

SOLs: MAT.K.1, K.5, K.14, K.15, K.17, C/T K-2.1 and C/T K-2.2
Time: 20 minutes for each activity.
Objective: 
Students will work on a template in excel. They will pick 5 cards, sort them into red, green and yellow piles, and then enter the information into the graph on the computer. Then they will be able to answer which apple color has more, less or same. (Bloom-Cognitive-Knowledge) (Tomei-Literacy)
Purpose:

The purpose is to teach students to graph correctly, from bottom to top of chart, to not skip any spaces, to sort by colors of apples, to count out 5 cards, and to describe more, less, same from the graph. (Bloom-Cognitive-Comprehension and Application) (Tomei-Collaboration)
Materials:

Four computers and template in excel program, 15 color apple cards (5 red, 5 yellow, 5 green) per computer. Apple die-cuts, 4 mats, large floor graph, 15 color apple cards, cards labeled with numbers from 1-10.
Procedure:
1. First group of 4 students will go to a computer. Teacher will have Excel template already opened.
2. The students will pick only 5 cards from the pile.

3. They will sort the cards by colors (red, green or yellow).

4. In the chart click on the apple in the square that you want to color in red, green or yellow.

5. Look at the bottom of the screen and find the Paint Can. Click on it and click on the color box you need red, green or yellow.

6. Do this for each of the 5 cards. You should have only 5 apple squares colored in the graph.

7. Answer the questions under the graph by typing in the letter r for red, g for green and y for yellow
8. Raise your hand when you are done so a teacher may check your work.
Activities: 
1. First group of students on the computer will be the higher level students.
2. One group of students will sort apple die-cuts onto a mat by colors.
3. One group of students will sort apple cards onto a large graph on the floor by colors.

4.  One group will pick a number card and count out the number of apples that the card says.

Observations:
Students may have some difficulty with the Excel program. Finding the paint can should be familiar to them because they know what it looks like form using the paint program in the computer lab.

Conclusions:
This activity rounded out our apple unit. Students had a great time with all the activities in the apple unit. We sorted real apples, taste tested real apples, made a chart with our favorite apple, made real applesauce and even had Johnny Appleseed visit us. I will have a good assessment of which children are still having problems with sorting, counting, more, less, same and graphing.
