	Procedures

	Setting the Stage:
	We will talk about the Pilgrims and Indians. Where they lived, what they ate, and where they got their food. This is a week long project. We do many activities such as talk about symbols the Indians used instead of words, we paint our Indian vests and make our headbands, and we make pilgrim hats and collars after we discuss their clothes. During the day we ask students to tell us” how to cook a turkey.” The teacher or aide will help the student write it on a 3x5 card.

	Acquisition of Skills:
	All students will have a computer. The teacher will show students how to get into Microsoft Word. Students will be given their 3x5 card. They will be told to type in their name then press the enter key. Then they will be told to type in the words on the card. Teacher will mention to students to look carefully at the letters to see if they are upper case and lower case Students will be shown how to make an upper case letter by holding down the shift key and pressing the letter. Students will be shown how to put a period after their sentence. (Bloom-Cognitive-Comprehension) (Tomei-Collaboration)

	Consolidation of Skills:
	Teachers will walk around the room helping students as needed. Students will save their work and then print it out.

	Closure:
	We will discuss how we cook today and how Pilgrims and Indians cooked years ago. We will talk about what words have an uppercase letter (the beginning of a sentence) and where we put a period. We will explain that the printed copy will be attached to a turkey cut-out and placed on our bulletin board and the saved copy will be put into our school’s Literary Magazine that is printed the end of the school year. Each grade level submits student’s works. They can be poems or stories. . (Bloom-Cognitive-Comprehension) (Tomei-Collaboration)
