Lesson Title:                       Beginning Sounds


Subject Area(s):                letters b and h                                                  Grade Level: Kindergarten


Lesson Summary





The purpose of the lesson is for students to identify which pictures have the beginning sound of the letter B and which pictures have the beginning sound of H. Students will have three work stations at tables and a workstation using the computer.

Specify Problem








Today we will explore the sounds of the letters B and H. We will listen to the sounds they make by listening to a book at the listening center. We will look at pictures and sort using the Velcro board. We will examine small objects and sort them into a cup for the letter B and one cup for the letter H. We also will do a worksheet on the computer that has pictures that start with the letter B or the letter H. If we are not sure what is an object or a picture, who can we ask for help?  We can ask our neighbor quietly or we can raise our hand to ask the teacher.

Lowest level students start at Activity 1, then they go to Activity 2, then Activity 3, then their last station is the computer.
