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Alphabet Book Lesson Plan

Lesson Summary
   Kindergarten students will create an alphabet book together. They will select a card that has a letter written on it. The teacher will ask the student what they would like to draw for that letter. Example: a student draws the card with the letter S on it. The student says he wants to draw a snake. The teacher says OK because snake starts with the letter S. The teacher then writes the child’s name and the word snake on that card. All the pictures can be bound in a book on the computer or printed out and bound.
Learning Objectives
1. Students will recognize the alphabet letters. (Bloom-Cognitive-Knowledge) (Tomei-Literacy)
2. Students will recognize the alphabet letter sounds.(Bloom-Cognitive-Knowledge) (Tomei-Literacy)
3. Students will be able to think of a word for the letter they picked.   

(Bloom-Cognitive-Comprehension) (Tomei-Collaboration)
Computer Functions
1. Students will be able to use the Paint program on the computer.

2. Students will be able to draw their picture using the paint icons.

3. Students will be able to type in the text box the letter they chose, the name of the picture they drew and the following words: A is for apple. 
4. Students will be able to type their name in a text box on their drawing.
Identify the Nature of the Problem
      Students must learn the alphabet letters and the sounds for the letters. They need to know that all words contain letters and in order to read the words we must know what sound the letters make.  
Problem Data
      Students will look around the room to find objects that start with the letter they picked. They can ask for help and the teacher can help them think of a word for their letter. The teacher will write on the student’s card the child’s name and the sentence that will go under the child’s drawing. Example: C is for cat.  David
Using Data
      Students will go to the paint program. They will draw a picture of the word they have picked. For example: for the letter T, I could draw a table. They can use all the shapes in the toolbar or draw it using the pencil or spray can. They can use different colors. After their picture is completed they will go to the text box icon and type in the sentence at the bottom of the picture. They will add another text box for their name at the top right of their picture. They will let the teacher know when they have completed the drawing and typing.      
Problem Statement                      

     Today students in the computer lab you will draw a picture for the word that represents the letter you picked. You will be using the Paint program again. Does everyone remember how to find the Paint program? Good! You will draw only one picture for the word. You will make it big so we can see it. Do your very best because we want to bind it into a book that you can view on the computer. We may also print it out and bind it to put in our classroom’s reading center.
Providing Instructions
    All students will be working on this lesson together in the computer lab. They know if they have a problem or question while at the computer they change the cup that is on the computer from blue to red. This is the signal for the teacher to come and help the student. The computer teacher and classroom teacher’s aide will be circulating around the room. Students have done very well with the Paint program. Some students may require assistance when using the text box.

Binder

     The teacher will have to bind the students work using Adobe Acrobat 7.0 Professional. Also each Child’s picture can be printed out for a binder to be used in the classroom’s reading center.

Presentation
      The children will enjoy reading the pages together aloud as the teacher turns the pages. A is for apple. B is for ball. C is for cat. Etc… They will definitely need help viewing it on the computer.
Activities Before Using the Computer
       Teacher can give a review of the alphabet letters and sounds. Ask several students to give examples for the letters. Who can tell me something that starts with the letter P? Pizza, Paper, Pie, etc…
Activities After Using the Computer
       Kindergarten students need lots of repetition to help them remember. Worksheets with letters, alphabet puzzles, alphabet magnetic letters and alphabet books are all helpful tools to help students learn the letters. Picture sorts, object sorts and listening to books on cassettes are useful in learning the sounds for the letters.
Lesson-Related Supporting Activities
        All students will work on this lesson at the same time. They will work in the computer lab.

Accessing Students
1. The student will be able to identify the letters of the alphabet.

2. The student will be able to log in to the paint program. 

3. The student will be able to successfully draw their picture using the toolbar in the Paint program.

4. The student will be able to type their name and the letter sentence on to their picture.

5. The student will successfully use the mouse.
