	Procedures

	Setting the Stage:
	Talk about the five senses and what parts of our body do we use for them. Discuss examples with the students for all the senses. Sound out some words on dry erase board. This lesson will culminate a week long study of the five senses. Students should be very familiar with examples of the five senses. (Bloom-Cognitive-Knowledge) (Tomei-Literacy)

	Acquisition of Skills:
	Teacher will bring up template of PPT chart on computers in lab. All students will have a computer. The pictures of the five body parts associated with the senses will already be on the graph. Students will begin by clicking on the Title and typing their name. Then the students can click on a square in the chart and type in a word that is an example of that sense. EX: tongue- apple. In the next slide the students will drag one picture to the square under a correct body part.  Teacher will demonstrate on big screen for the whole class. (Bloom-Cognitive-Application)(Tomei-Decision-Making)

	Consolidation of Skills:
	 After charts are filled in, they will raise their hand. Teacher and assistant will circulate around the room. Student will be told how to click on the F at top of screen and then click on print. They are familiar with the top of the screen from working in the paint program. 

	Closure:
	Discuss the activity with the students and ask for some examples of the five senses. (Bloom-Cognitive-Comprehension) (Tomei-Collaboration)
