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 When I’m 100 Years Old
Overview

For this writing assignment, you will imagine that you just turned one hundred years old. Once you gather some information on this topic, you will brainstorm ideas and begin the writing process. You will compose your writing piece as a Word document and then we will edit it together. As soon as your final draft is complete, you will have the opportunity to publish your writing to a class web page.  
Goals

1. Research writing topic
2. Compose descriptive writing piece in Word
3. Publish writing to the Internet

Directions

You will have four sessions to complete the first two goals of this project. You will use each writing block (12:30-1:00) to research the topic and compose a descriptive piece of writing about being 100 years old. You will have access to the computer lab and laptop computers to complete the assignment. By the end of the fourth session, you should be ready to conference with me about your writing. After our conference, you will be able publish your writing to the Internet by copying and pasting it to our web page. 
Interest Approach

Let’s pretend that we have a magic button in our classroom that allows us to fast forward through time… What do you think you will look like when you are one hundred years old? What do you think you will be doing? How do you think you will be moving? Well, this week, we are going to try to answer some of these questions. Using your imagination (and a little research) you will write about your life as a 100-year old. You will go through the entire writing process before finally publishing your writing to our class web page. So, put your seat belts on so we can start traveling through time! 

Performance Objectives
1. The students will be allowed to reference a variety of library books in order to independently research the writing topic. Performance will be satisfactory if students record what they find as well as their own ideas into a graphic organizer.
Activities for Objective #1

The student will:

· Review library books on topic
· Complete graphic organizer
2. The student will be allowed to reference their graphic organizer and any previous research in order to compose a descriptive piece of writing about being 100 years old. Writing will be composed using Word. Performance will be satisfactory if students save their completed work to the student share drive (using their first name and last initial) by the end of the fourth session. Please see a writing rubric for details. Upon completion of their piece, students should sign up for an editing conference with the teacher. 
Activities for Objective #2

The student will:

· Refer to graphic organizer and research

· Compose a descriptive piece of writing in Word
· Save to student share drive

· Sign up for editing conference

3. The student will refer to teacher comments from editing conference to finalize their writing and publish it to the Internet. Performance will be satisfactory if students successfully copy and paste their final writing piece from Word into the Google Page Creator within two days of the writing conference.
