Title:  Famous Virginians of the 20th Century

Lesson Summary 

The students will work together in cooperative groups to create a web page on one of the following Maggie L. Walker, Arthur Ash, L. Douglas Wilder, and Harry F. Byrd Sr. Students will include a picture, a drawn graphic representation done in paint, link to a web site, and information that pertains to their person. Students will be given guiding questions that will need to be answered and that information is to be on the web page. Students will do this in Microsoft Word and then change it to HTML. After the web pages have been created students will access the pages of the other groups and use to study for the history SOL,
Learning Objectives

By the end of this lesson, the students will:
· State the social and political contributions made by Maggie L. Walker, Arthur Ash, L. Douglas Wilder and Harry F Byrd Sr. (analysis)
· work together cooperatively, sharing duties assigned to create a web page 

· Design a web page that includes a picture, important information about their famous Virginian of the 20th century, and a link to a website (Application)
· Create at least two questions about their person which will be answered by other students. 

· Use Microsoft Word to create their design for their webpage and then change Word documents into an HTML format.
· Use correct verbiage, grammar and spelling to present their information.
· Use Spell Check to help edit their work.
· Use text organizers such as type, headings, and graphics to predict and categorize information.

· Paraphrase content of selection, and identify important ideas. (Comprehension)

Specify the Problem/ Lesson Introduction:

During this lesson you will create a webpage on an important Virginian of the 20th century. You will be working in groups and will research the person you are given. Using Microsoft Word you will design a page that will give the reader important information on your person. You will find a picture of your person and insert it into the page. You will use Paint to create a graphic representation of important information of your person. Example; for Ms. Barnes you might draw a history book. Your page will also include a website to find further information. You will be given a list of guiding questions that will help you discover important information that your web page must have. You will also be able to add any more information you think will be of interest to the reader. You will answer these questions on a template that is on the j drive. To be creative your design may include a background, extra pictures, and changes of fonts.
Computer Activities:

Before going to the computer Students will be divided into groups and given a 20th century Virginian to research. They will be given a list of guiding questions to answer on a Microsoft Word template. Students will plan what will be included on their page and will do research. There will be a Group Leader and Recorder assigned. The group leader’s job is to makes sure group members are on task and have a job to do. The recorder will fill in a form on what was accomplished and if everyone did their part. Jobs will rotate each day.
While at the computer Students will use a search engine to find information about their person. They will research their questions. After all questions are answered, they will work together to develop the design of the page including title, font, background, creation of and location of the pictures. 
After going to the computer each day student recorder will turn in log of activities done. When students feel they have finished their webpage to their satisfaction, they will have the teacher look at it and give permission to turn it into an HTML. To do this students will go to File>Save As>Save as type > webpage html. 

When all students have finished their page the teacher will collect and save them in a folder.  A table of contents will be made and it will use hyper links to open the file when students click on desired person. This folder will be placed on the intranet of the school to be accessed by students.
