Solar System
Overview

The student will pick and research a Celestial body.  Each student will prepare travel brochure using Microsoft Publisher that is designed to entice visitors while presenting factual information about their topic.  A bibliography will also have to ensure that sources are reputable.
Goals

1. Research topic
2. Create a brochure using publisher
3. Create bibliography 
Instructional Topic:  Planets, moons, comets and stars
Prerequisites: 

· Has appropriate materials for class such as a textbook and notes 
· Student will need internet access (internet usage form turned in)
Directions:

Each student will use the internet to research their assigned celestial body.  Using reputable websites each student will prepare travel brochure.  The brochure must include at least 5 visual aids.  The brochure should promote the celestial body while stating factual information.  A bibliography must be created on a separate piece of paper.

Interest Approach
Every student has looked up at the night sky and wondered about the worlds beyond the one they live on.  “95 Worlds and Counting” will be shown prior to this assignment which shows interesting sports and activities humans could do on other planets and moons.  
Performance Objectives
1.1 Performance will be satisfactory if each student can use the internet to research their celestial body.  Only reputable sites may be used and no credit will be received if sources are not reliable. 

1.2 Performance will be satisfactory if each student can create a brochure that contains at least  five visuals and detailed information.  Make sure there is no blank space on the front or back of the brochure.
1.3 Performance will be satisfactory if each student can create a bibliography using MLA format.  All of the information presented must be sited in the bibliography.  
Associated Assignments

The student will present their brochures to the class.  They will then break up into groups with similar topics and discuss the similarities and differences between their celestial bodies.
The Student Will:

1. Research their topic
2. Create a brochure
3. Create a bibliography

Instructional Materials:

1. Internet

2. Computer Lab

3. Textbook

4. Notes

Post-test:  Each student will be evaluated on the completion and presentation of their report.  Reputable sources and an accurate bibliography will be needed for credit.
Example:  A publisher file should accompany this lesson plan.  The example I have created should give the students an idea of what I expect but still does not show them too much.  Students will copy the example rather than think so I have created a vague example on a topic that they will not be allowed to chose.
