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C’est Ton Anniversaire! (It’s Your Birthday!)
Access Integration Lesson Plan for French I

Overview

Do you want to send your French classmate a birthday greeting, but you don’t know their birthday?  That’s not a problem! In this lesson, you will create a database using Microsoft Access that includes the names of all the students in the class and their birthdates.  Once you create the database, you will be able to look up your classmates’ birthdays and send them birthday greetings in French.  
Goals

1. Create a database using Microsoft Access. 

2. Create birthday greetings in French using Microsoft Word. 
Instructional Topic

Days, Months, Year – Dates and Birthdates
Prerequisites

1. Demonstrate knowledge and understanding of Microsoft Access.

2. Create databases using Microsoft Access.

3. Demonstrate knowledge and understanding of Microsoft Word.

4. Prepare documents using Microsoft Word.

5. Identify and understand vocabulary relating to dates and birthdays.
Directions

For each class session, you need to come prepared with your materials and your creativity. You may find it helpful to put your work on a flash drive, so you can work on it at school and at home.  This unit will last for five days.  The first day will be used to explain the assignment and review vocabulary relating to dates and birthdays.  You will use the second and third days to create a database using Microsoft Access for the class.  You will include the names of your classmates and their birthdates in your database.  You will create a table, query, and report in your database.  On the fourth and fifth days, you will be able to create birthday greetings for your classmates based on the information you gathered from your database.  On the final day of the unit, you will submit a paper version and an electronic version of the report you created from your database.  You will also need to submit a paper version and an electronic version of your birthday greeting to the teacher.  
Interest Approach

Do you want to be able to send your classmates birthday greetings in French?  Do you like to know when your classmates’ birthdays are?  This assignment will allow you to create a database using Microsoft Access that will include your classmates’ names and birthdays.  Once you create your database, you will be able to send birthday greetings to all of your classmates.  Are you ready to learn about your classmates and create some wonderful birthday greetings? 
Performance Objectives

1. You will create a database for class birthdays using Microsoft Access. Performance will be satisfactory if each student completes all project requirements and guidelines defined in the rubric.  You will have three days to create your database, which includes a table, query, and report.  A paper version and an electronic version of the report must be submitted on the final day of the unit. You will be allowed to use your textbooks or French dictionaries for help with vocabulary or grammar.  

2. You will create a birthday greeting using Microsoft Word for a classmate based on the information gathered from your database.  Performance will be satisfactory if each student completes all project requirements and guidelines defined in the rubric.  You will have two days to create your birthday greeting. A paper version and an electronic version of the birthday greeting must be submitted on the final day of the unit. You will be allowed to use your textbooks or French dictionaries for help with vocabulary or grammar.  The birthday greeting must be written in French.  You may not use online translators. 

Activities

Activity 1: Creating Your Database

1.1 You will create a database for class birthdays using Microsoft Access.  You will create a table that includes at least 4 fields and 25 records.  The following fields need to be included in your table: first name, last name, date of birth, and grade.  You may include other fields, such as gender, address, etc., if you wish.  You must create a record for each member of the class.  There are 25 students in the class, so you need to have 25 records in your table.  
1.2 After you have created your table, you will need to create a query.  Select “query” and then select “create by using Wizard”.  Select your table and the fields to be included (first name, last name, and date of birth).  Access will then create and retrieve the information you requested.  

1.3 Once you have created your query, you can create a report.  Select “report” and then select “create using Wizard”. You will be creating a “Class Birthday List”.  Select the fields to be included.  Access will create your birthday list.  You can sort or alphabetize your birthday list.

1.4 You will use your birthday list to create a birthday greeting for one of your classmates.  You will need to submit a paper version and an electronic version of your report (Class Birthday List) on the final day of the unit. 

Activity 2: Creating Your Birthday Greeting

2.1 You will create a birthday greeting in French for a classmate using Microsoft Word based on the information gathered from your database.  Your birthday greeting must be in French and needs to include vocabulary from the chapter.  Be creative in designing your birthday greeting.  You may use graphics, clip art, pictures, columns, different fonts and text formatting, dropped text, or borders.  Make the birthday greeting attractive and appealing.  Remember you are wishing a classmate happy birthday, so make the birthday greeting special!

2.2 Make sure you edit your birthday greeting and make any corrections before submitting the final copy.  You will need to turn in a paper version and an electronic version of your birthday greeting on the last day of the unit.  
Associated Assignments

The student will…

1. Identify classmates’ birthdays in French.

2. Discuss birthdays with their peers.

3. Complete textbook and workbook activities relating to dates and birthdays.

4. Complete vocabulary exercises with classmates.

· Query

· Report

· You will use the report to create a “Class Birthday List”.

What Do I Need to Include on My Birthday Greeting?

· Vocabulary from the chapter

· Pictures, clip art, or graphics

· Different fonts or text formatting

· Be creative 

· Write the greeting in French
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
