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How Many People are There?: Examining the Population of France
Excel Integration Lesson Plan for French I

Overview:

Have you ever wondered how many people live in France?  In this lesson, you will create a spreadsheet and chart using Microsoft Excel that shows the population of France based on the latest census data.  By the end of the unit, you will know how many people live in France.  Are you ready to find out how many people live in France?

Goals:

1. Create a spreadsheet and chart using Microsoft Excel that shows the population France.  

Instructional Topic:

The Population of France

Prerequisites:

1. Demonstrate an understanding of Microsoft Excel
2. Create spreadsheets and charts using Microsoft Excel.  

Directions:

You need to be prepared with your materials for each class session during this unit.  You may find it helpful to put your work on a flash drive, so you can work on it at school and at home.  The unit will last one week and you will have the majority of time to work on the project in class.  The first day will be used to introduce the unit and begin researching.  The second day is reserved for researching the population of France.  The third and fourth days are reserved for creating your spreadsheet and chart.  The final day is reserved for editing your spreadsheet and chart before submitting the final draft.  You will turn in a paper version and an electronic version of your spreadsheet and chart to the teacher on the final day of the unit.  
Interest Approach:

Have you ever wondered how many people live in France?  In this lesson you will have the opportunity to find out just how many people live in France.  You will examine the latest population census from France to determine how many people live in France.  Are you ready to look at the numbers?  Put on your detective’s hat and start examining the population census of France!
Performance Objectives:

1. You will create a spreadsheet and chart using Microsoft Excel that shows the population of France based on the latest population census data.  Performance will be satisfactory if each student completes all project requirements and guidelines defined in the rubric.  You will have one week to create your spreadsheet and chart.  A paper version and an electronic version of the spreadsheet and chart must be submitted on the day of the presentations.  You may look at the information in English on the L’INSEE (Institut National de la Statistique et des Études Économiques) website (http://www.insee.fr), but you must complete your spreadsheet and chart in French.  You will be allowed to use your textbooks or French dictionaries for help with vocabulary or grammar.  You may not use online translators.  
Activities:
1. You will research the population of France using the data gathered from the latest population census.  Use the L’INSEE website (http://www.insee.fr) to find the data.  You will need to find the total population by age and sex from the latest census.  You should include a spreadsheet that shows absolute values of the population, as well as a spreadsheet that shows the total percent of males and females by age based on the total population.  This information can be found by researching the L’INSEE website. 
2. Once you have your data, you will create a spreadsheet that relates to the data. The spreadsheet must include rows, columns, headings, and formulas/calculations. You may include interactive fields, but you are not required to do so.  

3. After you have created your spreadsheet, you will create a chart/graph of the data. Your chart/graph must be representative of the data on your spreadsheet.  

4. Save your spreadsheet and chart as france_population_jsmith.xls (make sure you use your first initial and last name).  Edit your spreadsheet and chart before you submit it.  You will need to turn in a paper version and an electronic version of your spreadsheet and chart on the final day of the unit.  
Associated Assignments:

The student will…
1. Demonstrate knowledge and understanding of new vocabulary through textbook and workbook activities.

2. Identify information found on the population census.

3. Interpret data collected from population census.

4. Interpret data from L’INSEE.

Examining the Population of France Think Sheet

Where do I find reliable data?

· Use the L’INSEE (Institut National de la Statistique et des Études Économiques) website, http://www.insee.fr
· L’INSEE has the latest population census data available on its website. 

What do I need to include on my spreadsheet?

· You need to include the total population by age and sex from the latest census.

· One spreadsheet needs to show the absolute values of the population by age and sex.
· Another spreadsheet needs to show the percentage of males and females for each age group based on the total population.

What do I need to turn in?

· Turn in a paper version and an electronic version of your spreadsheet and chart.  It is due on the last day of the unit.  

Can I use English?

· No, you need to use French for the spreadsheet and chart.  You may use your textbook or a dictionary for assistance.  Do not use an online translator.
