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Exploring the Regions of France
FrontPage Integration Lesson Plan for French I

Overview

Have you ever wanted to travel to France and visit all of its regions?  In this lesson, you will research a region of France and create a web site for your region using FrontPage.  Each student will be assigned a different region of France.  After you have created your web site, you will present it to the class.  
Goals

1. Create a web site for your assigned region of France using FrontPage. 

2. Present your web site to the class. 

Instructional Topic

The Regions of France – French Geography and Culture
Prerequisites

1. Demonstrate knowledge and understanding of FrontPage.

2. Prepare and create web sites using FrontPage or similar authoring program. 

Directions

For each class session, you need to come prepared with your materials, your creativity, and your research skills. You may find it helpful to put your work on a flash drive, so you can work at school and at home. The unit will last one week and you will have the majority of class time to work on your web site.  The first day will be used to research your assigned region of France.  You will use the second, third, and fourth days to create and design the web site for your assigned region.  On the final day of the unit, you will present your web site to the class.  

Interest Approach

Have you ever wanted to visit France?  Have you ever thought about the different regions of France?  Each region is distinct and brings its own unique culture to the French landscape.  You will have the opportunity to explore and research one of France’s regions in depth in this unit.  Why is your region special?  What is it known for?  Where is it located?  What is the climate?  What opportunities are available for tourists?  After you complete your research, you will create a web site for your region. Be creative and show why your region is the best region in France.  At the end of the unit, you will present your region’s web site to the class.  Are you ready to take a virtual trip to France and enjoy all that each region has to offer? 
Performance Objectives

1. You will create a web site for your assigned region of France using FrontPage. Performance will be satisfactory if each student completes all project requirements and guidelines defined in the rubric.  You will have four days to research and create your web site.  A CD containing your web site must be submitted on the day of the presentations (the last day of the unit).  You will be allowed to use your textbooks or French dictionaries for help with vocabulary or grammar. You may not use online translators. Your web site needs to be written in French.   The resources listed on the handout will help you to research your assigned region.  You may use other sources in addition to those listed on the handout.  
2. You will present your web site to the class.  Performance will be satisfactory if each student completes all project requirements and guidelines defined in the rubric.  Presentations will occur on the final day of the unit.  You must give your presentation in French and refrain from using English during the presentation.  Your presentation must be ten minutes.

Activities

Activity 1: Creating Your Web Site 

1.1 You will research your assigned region using the Internet and the books provided by the teacher.  Make sure you research the following information for your assigned region: location, geography, climate, population, area of region, economy, cities/towns/villages, tourism, holidays and festivals, and regional cuisine.  You may include other interesting facts about your region on your web site.  After you have completed your research and have a thorough understanding of your region, you may begin work on the computer. 

1.2  You will create a web site for your assigned region using FrontPage.  You will need to create a multi-page web site with fixed elements.  You will need to include the following pages: home page, geography, climate, economy, tourism, holidays and festivals, facts and figures, and regional cuisine.  If you find interesting information that does not fall into one of those categories you may create another page for that information.  You need to include a map of your region on your web site.  You also need to include pictures of your region on the web site. Be creative in designing your web site.  You may use graphics, clip art, pictures, columns, different fonts and text formatting, or borders.  Make the web site attractive and appealing!  Remember you are trying to convince your classmates to visit your region!  

1.3 Make sure you edit your web site and make any corrections before submitting it.  You will need to save your web site to a CD and submit the CD to the teacher on the day of the presentations (the final day of the unit). 

Activity 2: Presenting Your Web Site 

2.1 You will present your web site to the class on the last day of the unit.  You will introduce the class to your region by showing the different pages and information you included on the web site. You should not just read the information on your web site to the class. You need to be a travel agent and convince the class to visit your region.  You will need to interact with the class and give eye contact. You must speak loudly and clearly so that everyone can hear and understand you.  You will have ten minutes to give your presentation.  You may take questions from the class at the end of your presentation.  You must speak in French during your presentation.  
Associated Activities

The student will…

1. Create a map showing the regions of France. 

2. Identify the regions of France on a map. 

3. Discuss the regions of France with classmates. 

4. Research various regions of France.
