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Historical Figures of France 
PowerPoint Integration Lesson Plan for French I

Overview

Many individuals played an important role in shaping the history of France.  You will have the opportunity to select a historical figure in French history and present your historical figure to the class.  You will design a PowerPoint presentation to present your information to the class. 
Goals

1. Create a PowerPoint presentation on your selected historical figure using Microsoft PowerPoint.

2. Present your PowerPoint presentation to the class. 
Instructional Topic

Historical Figures of France
Prerequisites

1. Prepare presentations using Microsoft PowerPoint
Directions

You need to be prepared with your materials for each class session during this unit.  You may find it helpful to put your work on a flash drive, so you can work on it at school and at home.  The unit will last one week and you will have the majority of time to work on the project in class.  The first day will be used to explain the project and allow you to select your historical figure.  The second and third days are reserved for researching and creating your PowerPoint presentation on your selected historical figure.  The fourth day is reserved for editing and making final corrections on your PowerPoint presentation.  Presentations will occur on the final class session.  After your presentation to the class, you will turn in a paper version and an electronic version of your PowerPoint presentation to the teacher for evaluation.  

Interest Approach

France has many heroes and heroines.  These men and women all played an important role in creating modern France.  You will have the opportunity to create and present a PowerPoint presentation on your selected historical figure.  Think about all the individuals we have studied and read about.  Who do you find most interesting or intriguing?  Who do you feel had a major influence on the history of France?  You may select any historical figure in French history.  This is your chance to tell the class all about your selected historical figure.  You will share your PowerPoint presentation at the end of the unit.  Are you ready to travel back in time and see how France became the country it is today? 
Performance Objectives

1. You will create a PowerPoint presentation on your selected historical figure using Microsoft PowerPoint.  Performance will be satisfactory if each student completes all project requirements and guidelines defined in the rubric.  You will have four days to research and create your PowerPoint presentation.  A paper version and an electronic version of the PowerPoint presentation must be submitted on the day of the presentations.  You will be allowed to use your textbooks or French dictionaries for help with vocabulary or grammar.  You may use online resources and the school library to research your selected historical figures.  You may not use online translators.  Your PowerPoint presentation needs to be in French.

2. You will present your PowerPoint presentation on your selected historical figure to the class.  Performance will be satisfactory if each student completes all project requirements and guidelines defined in the rubric.  Presentations will occur on the final day of the unit.  You must give your presentation in French and refrain from using English during the presentation.  Your presentation must be ten minutes.

Activities

Creating Your PowerPoint Presentation

1.1 You will research your selected historical figure using the Internet, books provided by the teacher, and the school library.  Make sure you research the following information about your historical figure: their name, their date of birth, their date of death, their childhood and schooling, their adult life, their important their important publications, inventions, discoveries, etc., what they did or contributed to French society, why they are important in French history, and how they are honored or remembered in France today.  You may include other interesting facts about your historical figure.  Once you have completed your research and have a thorough understanding of your historical figure, you may begin work on your PowerPoint presentation.

1.2 You will create a PowerPoint presentation on your selected historical figure.  Your PowerPoint presentation must include information about your historical figure.  Your PowerPoint presentation must have at least ten (10) slides.  The following information about your historical figure should be included in your PowerPoint presentation: their name, their date of birth, their date of death, their childhood and schooling, their adult life, their important publications, inventions, discoveries, etc., what they did or contributed to French society, why they are important in French history, and how they are honored or remembered in France today.  Your PowerPoint presentation must include a picture of your historical figure.  Be creative in designing your PowerPoint presentation.  You may include other graphics or pictures.  You should include animations, slide transitions, and sound.  Make sure your PowerPoint presentation is attractive and appealing. Remember you will be presenting this PowerPoint presentation to your classmates!
Activity 2: Presenting Your PowerPoint Presentation on Your Historical Figure
2.1 You will present your PowerPoint presentation on your selected historical figure to the class on the last day of the unit.  You will introduce your historical figure to the class by discussing the important facts that you included in your PowerPoint presentation. You should not just read your PowerPoint presentation to the class.  You may dress up like your historical figure if you would like, but it is not required.  You will need to interact with the class and give eye contact. You must speak loudly and clearly so that everyone can hear and understand you.  You will have ten minutes to give your presentation.  You may take questions from the class at the end of your presentation.  You must speak in French during your presentation.  
Associated Activities

The student will

1. Identify historical figures in French history. 

2. Discuss historical figures in French history with peers. 

3. Compare their selected historical figure to other historical figures in French history. 

4. Research different historical figures in French history.
