Directions: This assignment will take 1 Block to complete

Block 1: You will be given a data sheet that provides you with the current data from the beginning of the year to the current week.  You will take the data and create an Excel document that will interpret that data and create a chart will all of the data on it.  You will also create individual chart documenting your individual achievement.  
Interest Approach:

This assignment shows you the progress that you are making in your journey to improve your reading.  It also gives you a look at how others are doing in their journey.  I believe that having this knowledge where you can visually see it will be motivating to you and your desire to achieve reading success. We will be revisiting and updating the chart.
Performance Objectives:
1.1 Students will create a chart showing the progress of each of the ten students using the Aims Web reading program in Mr. Wilson’s 7th grade language arts class.  Performance will be satisfactory if the chart shows the progress for each student of the class during the last 20 weekly probes.  The chart must show the student ID number assigned to each student.  The chart will then be copied and pasted into a Microsoft Word document.
1.2 Students will create a chart showing the detailed progress of their individual progress with Aims Web.  Performance will be satisfactory if the chart shows the progress for the individual student during the last 20 weekly probes.  The chart should be identified with the student’s name.  The cart will then be copied and pasted into a Microsoft Word document.
