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Folk literature: Tell me a tale, myth, legend, or fable
Overview:

Students will be divided in groups of four.  Each group will examine the folktales, myths, legends and fables of a different culture. 
Goals: Below are the listed goals for the lesson.  Click on the individual goals for more details about the requirements.

1. Create four papers dealing with the four types of folk literature for an assigned culture
2. Create a list of internet websites providing information about the folk literature of the culture
3. Create a FrontPage ePortfolio with the folk literature information and present it to the class
Instructional Topic:  Folk literature, folktales, myths, legends, and fables
Prerequisites:


Knowledge of Microsoft FrontPage

Knowledge of Microsoft Word

Knowledge of definitions of folktales, myths, legends, and fables
Directions:  This assignment will take 5 Block to complete

Block 1: Students will each start their papers by explain what subcategory of folk literature they have been assigned and the definition.  They will identify what culture they have been assigned and begin writing their paper using the text book and internet for sources

Block 2: Students will finish writing their papers and choose the websites they will be linking to in their ePortfolio

Block 3: Groups will come together and class will start creating their ePortfolio

Block 4: Groups will finish creating their ePortfolio

Block 5: Groups will present their ePortfolio to the class
Interest Approach:


Organization is the key.  You must work as a team.  Each of you will be assigned one subcategory of literature.  You must present your work together in an organized manner.  
Performance Objectives:

1.1 The group will be assigned a culture to research.  The students will each be assigned one subcategory of literature to write a research paper.  Performance will be satisfactory if the student’s written report provides at least two examples of the subcategory of literature and information about the examples. 
1.2 The group will be assigned a culture to research.  The students will each find websites that provide information about the folk literature of the culture assigned.  Performance will be satisfactory if the student provides a least two websites and the group does not repeat any of the website examples.  Each student must provide two different websites.
1.3 The group will combine their individual research papers and websites into a FrontPage ePortfolio and present it to the class.  Performance will be satisfactory if the group’s ePortfolio has a homepage that tells about the culture they are researching and a page for each of the folk literature subcategories with links to the websites.
