Students will create a list of mythological gods and list the Greek and Roman name for each god.  You will also list what each god rules over and find one web site that provides information about the god.

3. Create the entire document using Microsoft Access
Instructional Topic:  Greek and Roman Mythological gods

Willingness to “surf” the net to find web sites about Greek/Roman Mythology
Directions:  This assignment will take 1 Block to complete

Block 1: Students will be given a list of Roman gods and must complete the required information about each god.  The information must be presented via Microsoft Access and contain a Table, Query and Report.
Interest Approach:


Organization is the key.  You must present your work in an organized manner.  Create your work in either a vertical or horizontal format; whichever format appears more organized.
Performance Objectives:

1.1 The student will create a list identifying the Greek and Roman gods and what they rule over.  Performance will be satisfactory if all the gods are listed including both Roman and Greek names and each one has information about what he/she rules over
1.2 The student will include within the list at least one URL for each god.  The URL will provide information about that god.  Performance will be satisfactory if there is at least one URL providing information about each god
1.3 The information will be presented using Microsoft Access and include a Table, Query and Report. Performance will be satisfactory if the information is presented using Microsoft Access and is in an organized manner including a Table, a Query, and a Report
