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Beauty is in the eye of the beholder: An Eye on Poetry
Overview:

Working in cooperative groups of 3 to 4 people, your group will take the poems, summaries, interpretations and visual representations and create a poem booklet by converting the Word Documents into PDF format and combining the information into a booklet.

Goals: Below are the listed goals for the lesson.  Click on the individual goals for more details about the requirements.

1. Create an “outside cover” and a table of contents for the booklet. 
2. Create a glossary using Microsoft Word
3. Create the booklet of poetry
Instructional Topic:  Creation and Visual Interpretation of Poetry

Prerequisites:


Knowledge of the concepts of a table of contents and a glossary


Completion of poetry notes from previous lessons

Willingness to follow guided instruction during class on how to convert Microsoft word 
documents into PDF files and how to create a PDF file booklet.

Directions:  This assignment will take 3 Blocks to complete

Block 1: Obtain all of the poems you and your classmates created and documented in Microsoft Word.  Convert all of the poems and secondary interpretations into PDF files using the provided software program, “CutePDF Writer”.  Once you have converted all of the poems, organize the poetry in your table of contents. Be sure that the secondary interpretations are directly after the poem they are about.  Create a table of contents using Microsoft Word.  Create a cover for the poem book and convert the cover into a Microsoft Word document.  Convert the table of contents and the cover of the poetry book into PDF files using “CutePDF Writer’.  Any work which is not completed within the timeframe of Block 1 must be completed by the group as homework.

Block 2: Use the list of provided mandatory terms to be included in your poetry book glossary and create a glossary in Microsoft Word.  Once the glossary is created convert the document into PDF file.  Use the remaining time in Block 2 to insure you have all the necessary PDF files to complete the poem booklet.  When you believe you have all of the files, have the teacher check to insure your group has all the necessary files to complete the exercise during Block 3.

Block 3: Using the PDF files your group has created; your group will create a poetry booklet complete with a cover page, table of contents, poems, and glossary.
Interest Approach:


Organization is the key.  You are working in groups for a reason.  Divide the work amongst the group.  For example you can divide the poems by form and have each member of the group work on organizing a form.  You can have one member create the cover.  Organization is up to you, but, do not stand around watching other group members. Do your share of the work.
Performance Objectives:

1.1 The group will create a cover for the booklet.  Give the booklet a title of the group’s choosing.  The cover must have some illustration.  The group must create a table of contents for the booklet.  The table of contents must organize the poems by form and alphabetically by the author’s last name.  Be sure to include the secondary interpretations of the poems directly after the poem they are referencing.  Performance will be satisfactory if the end product has an illustrated cover page and the table of contents is organized correctly with end product in PDF format.

1.2 The group will create a glossary of poetic terms at the end of the booklet.  Performance will be satisfactory if the glossary has all of the terms included in the provided list and the terms are alphabetized correctly with end product in PDF format.

1.3 .The group will take the work produced and create a poetry booklet in the form of a PDF file booklet.  Performance will be satisfactory when the group combines the materials created in the proper organizational style and produces the end product of a PDF file booklet.
