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Poetry in Motion
Overview:

Poetry is music for the soul.  In that light, you will be examining the music that reaches your soul!  You will be choosing your favorite singer/group and examining one of his/her/their songs.  You will give a biography about your topic and an analysis of a song.  Your presentation will be documented in a Microsoft PowerPoint presentation.
Goals: Below are the listed goals for the lesson.  Click on the individual goals for more details about the requirements.

1. Write a biography about your topic and include graphics for visual support.
2. Analyze a song that your topic sings for poetic devices and provide examples.
3. Create a Microsoft PowerPoint presentation to document your findings. 
4. Present the Microsoft PowerPoint presentation to the class.

Instructional Topic:  Interpretation of Poetry within Music/Biographical Information
Prerequisites:


Knowledge of poetic devices and terms

Knowledge of the term “biography” and how to write one.

Knowledge of Microsoft PowerPoint and using the program to create a finish product.

Directions:  This assignment will take 4 Blocks to complete

Block 1: Choose a topic of interest and one of the topic’s songs.  Research the topic on the internet and document the information needed for the biography.  Obtain the lyrics for the song you choose to analyze.  Begin to organize the information using the story board graphic organizer provided.

Block 2: Finish organizing the information on the story board graphic organizer.  Create the Microsoft PowerPoint presentation of your topics biography, song and song analysis

Blocks 3-4: Presentations of Powerpoints to class.

Interest Approach:


Organization is the key.  Present the biography first and then the song with its analysis.  Use visual aids to enhance the Powerpoint presentation.  Use sound bites as well within the presentation.
Performance Objectives:

1.1 Chose your topic and gather information about it.  Performance will be satisfactory if you include the name of the individual(s) along with the following information:  date of birth, location of birth, family information, and accomplishments.

1.2 Analyze a song of your choosing for use of poetic devices.  Performance will be satisfactory if you include the lyrics of the song.  The lyrics DO NOT contain any vulgar or inappropriate subject matter. ALL SONGS MUST BE APPROVED BY THE TEACHER FOR APPROPRIATE LANGUAGE CONTENT PRIOR TO ANALYSIS.  You analysis the song and discover at least three examples of poetic devices.
1.3 Create a PowerPoint presentation to document your findings and present it to the class.  Performance will be satisfactory if the Powerpoint presentation contains the required information and contains the use of Text, Visual aids, and Auditory sound bites.  The lyrics of the song must be present with one verse per slide and the chorus on a separate slide.  If the song contains a bridge it can be included with the verse.
1.4 Present the PowerPoint to the class using appropriate oral presentation techniques.
