Overview:

Students will be in groups of four.  They will discuss the in-classroom readings of “The Lightning Thief”.  The discussion will be conducted by a group discussion board as an in-class assignment on Fridays and Mondays.  The project will be every week for 5 weeks.  Each student’s individual contributions will be edited into one final document at the end of the project.
Goals: Below are the listed goals for the lesson.  Click on the individual goals for more details about the requirements.

1. Discuss your favorite part from the in-class readings of “The Lightning Thief” and predict what might happen next.
2. Respond to another person’s post on the weekly reading.
3. Create a final document containing your edited individual contributions.
Instructional Topic:  Book Discussion of “The Lightning Thief” by Rick Riordan
Prerequisites:


Participation in class reading of “The Lightning Thief”

If absent, you must read the chapters missed in class on your own time
Directions:  This assignment will take 2- 30 minute sessions per week, one on Friday and               one on Monday.  The final editing will take 1 block of instruction.

30 min. Friday Students will post a response to the in-class readings made during the week.  The post will include your favorite part in the reading that week and a prediction of what may happen next.  This post is due at the end of class on Friday.

30 min. Monday Students will post a response to one of the other member’s original postings.  
Interest Approach:


Make this fun.  Tell us about what you find the most interesting part of our readings from the week.  You really can not have a “wrong response” because you are expressing your opinion.  Your predictions do not have to be correct, so have fun with them.
Performance Objectives:

1.1 The student will post a response about his/her favorite part of the reading during the week and make a prediction about what may happen next.  Performance will be satisfactory if the posting contains a comment in reference to something that was actually in the reading and a prediction is made with support from the reading.
1.2 The student will post a response to another group member’s original post.  Performance will be satisfactory if the response discusses the favorite part of the original post and a response to the prediction.
1.3 The student will edit all of his/her original “favorite/prediction” posts into one document using Microsoft Word
