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       For my Excel Skills exercise I created a Student Progress Report card. After formatting a 

       sheet, I put numeric data into the columns “Score” and “Out Of”. Then I used the AutoSum 

       Button for calculating totals in these columns. Next, I entered the formula calculating % into
       the first cell (F11) in the “%” column. (=(D11/E11*100)  and copied it to the rest of the column 

       (holding down the CTRL key while dragging the F11 cell to F22 (destination area). Data in 

       columns G and H were entered manually. Next step was to create a chart. I selected C11:C22,                                                     
       F11:F22 and H11:H22 and used the Chart Wizard button. Finally, I formatted the sheet to fit                

       into one page as a Word document .  
               Perhaps this exercise can pass as interactive (or “partially interactive”) because if one 

      changes data in the column  D or E, the totals in them, the corresponding results in the F, and

      the columns in the chart will change. (However, sometimes one has to click the corresponding
